RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION

Religious Instruction in Government schools is authorised by Section 23 of the Education Act (1958) and can be given
only where accredited and approved instructors are available.

In general, Religious Instruction in schools is provided through the non-denominational Agreed Syllabus “Religion in
Life” which was developed and is regularly reviewed by The Council for Christian Education in Schools. The Agreed
Syllabus is delivered by instructors drawn from the Anglican, Catholic, Protestant and Pentecostal Churches, who are
trained and accredited by the Council for Christian Education in Schools and approved by the Minister for Education.

The Agreed Syllabus “Religion in Life”

e complements other lesson themes

e builds on the Studies of Society and Environment and the Health and Physical Education key learning areas

e helps children explore their own lives for meaning and purpose

e introduces children to the religious life and ideas of their community

e gives some understanding of the stories, festivals, worship and symbols of the Christian faith in the community

e respects children’s rights to hold their own opinion while giving a broader understanding of this major influence on
contemporary Australian culture.

Religious Instruction may be provided separately for students in the Roman Catholic, Jewish, Islamic or other
recognised faiths where accredited and approved instructors are provided by the relevant church.

Attendance at Religious Instruction classes is not compulsory. Unless or until parents request that their children do not
receive religious instruction, or that they receive a different form of Religious Instruction, students will receive Religious
Instruction in accordance with the Agreed Syllabus.

Head lice Inspections

During each Term throughout the school year we will arrange head lice inspections of students, these
inspections will be conducted by trained parent volunteers.

The management of head lice infestation works best when all children are involved in our screening
program. The school is aware that this can be a sensitive issue and is committed to maintaining student
confidentiality and any avoiding stigma.

The person conducting the inspections will physically search through each student’s hair to see if any lice or

eggs are present.

¢ In cases where head lice are found, the person inspecting the student will inform the student’s class teacher
and the principal. The school will send a written notice home with the child and provide parents with
comprehensive advice about the use of safe treatment practices which do not place children’s health at risk.

¢ Please note that the law requires that where a child has head lice, they should be excluded from school and
treated at home. Evidence of appropriate treatment is to be provided when they return to school (note or
phone call please).
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Student Images & Privacy

At Boisdale Consolidated School we celebrate the efforts of our students by mentioning their
participation in school events and their achievements in our school newsletter, school magazine or our
school intranet site. Occasionally photographs of students are included, along with their names.

On the school website there are images of students but we only ever use group photographs and we
identify a student only by their first name, class or year number. If an individual photograph and full
name is required, we will only publish this on the website with the consent of the parent and
student.

We allow parents to record school performances as this creates a memento that can be shared with
other family members. Video or audio recording is permitted at school under a copyright license paid
by DE&T on behalf of all government schools (AMCOS/ARIA license).
